The candle lighters are in the Narthex, the area west of the Sanctuary between the doors. You will light your
candle lighters with the lighter provided and proceed to the altar area following the cross bearer and
leading the pastor and the worship leader. Once you light the candles on the altar you will extinguish
your candle lighter with the snuffer (DO NOT BLOW IT OUT!). Then please proceed to walk back to the
Narthex. (You are bringing the “light” in with you and “leaving” it at the altar. That is why you extinguish it

before going back out.)

At the end of the worship service during the closing hymn, you will enter the sanctuary, light your candle
lighter from the candle on the altar and then extinguish the candles on the altar KEEPING YOUR CANDLE
LIGHTER LIT until you reach the Narthex. (Therefore, taking the light back out.)
